Please invite the Godparents to join us for one or both of the baptism prep
classes.

Once we receive the General Information Form at the Parish Office, you will receive a phone
call from either the Parish secretary or myself, and we will register you for the baptism prep
classes and the date of the baptism. Before your class sessions, you will also receive a phone call
from a member of the Baptism Ministry Team to welcome you and answer any new questions
that you may have.
